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FY 2004 Allied Health Projects Fact Sheet
What Is Purpose of Program ?
This program is intended to assist entities in meeting the costs associated with expanding or establishing programs that will increase the number of individuals trained in allied health professions. Section 755 of the Public Health Service Act authorizes the Secretary to award Allied Health Project grants to eligible entities to assist them in meeting the costs associated with expanding or establishing programs that will increase the number of individuals trained in allied health professions. Programs and activities may include: 

1.  those that expand enrollments in allied health professions with the greatest shortages or                whose services are most needed by the elderly; 

2.  those that provide rapid transition training programs in allied health fields to individuals who       have baccalaureate degrees in health‑related sciences; 

3.  those that establish community‑based allied health training programs that link academic               centers to rural clinical settings; 

4.  those that provide career advancement training for practicing allied health professionals; 

5.  those that expand or establish clinical training sites for allied health professionals in medically      underserved or rural communities in order to increase the number of individuals trained; 

6.  those that develop curriculum that will emphasize knowledge and practice in the areas of             prevention and health promotion, geriatrics, long‑term care, home health and hospice care,           and ethics; 

7.  those that expand or establish interdisciplinary training programs that promote the                        effectiveness of allied health practitioners in geriatric assessment and the rehabilitation of the       elderly; and 

8.  those that expand or establish demonstration centers to emphasize innovative models to link        allied health clinical practice, education, and research. 

9.  those that plan, develop and operate or maintain graduate programs in behavioral and mental       health professions. 

Who Is Eligible ?











Eligible entity for the purpose of this grant means health professions schools, academic health centers, State or local governments or other appropriate public or private nonprofit entities for funding and participation in health professions training activities.  Eligible academic institutions shall also be required to use funds in collaboration with two or more disciplines.

Through peer review process, peer reviewers will:

· Assess the responsiveness of applications against published review criteria.

· Meet and discuss the technical merits of each application and assign value of merit to each approved application. 
What Is The Previous Funding Experience ?

In FY 2003, 30 applications were reviewed, 19 approval and 4 awarded grant funds. A total of 38 

projects (4 new projects ; 34 continuation projects) were funded in the amount of $4.2 million. 

In FY 2002, 30 applications were reviewed, 17 recommended for approval and 17 awarded grant 

funds. A total 45 projects (17 new projects ; 28 continuation projects) were funded in the amount 

of $4.9 million. 

In FY 2001, 46 applications were reviewed, 29 recommended for approval and 21 awarded grant 

funds. A total 48 projects ( 21 new projects ; 27 continuation projects) were funded in the amount

of $6.3 million.
